





Notts County Football Club Information Sharing Policy

General Statement:

Notts County Football Club (hereinafter referred to as NCFC) acknowledges its responsibility to safeguard the welfare of every child and young person who has been entrusted to its care and is committed to working to provide a safe environment for all members. 

A child or young person is anyone aged 18 or below engaged in any club football activity. We endorse the EFL’s Safeguarding Children Policy and Procedures and endorse and adopt the Policy Statement contained in that document.

This document acts as an addendum to our Safeguarding policy and outlines NCFC’s process for sharing information with relevant authorities to safeguard children and adults at risk. NCFC will adhere to the guidelines laid out in HM Governments guidance ’Information sharing: Advice for practitioners providing safeguarding services to children, young people, parents and carers’ and ‘Keeping Children Safe in Education 2018’.

 NCFC understands the public’s concerns around personal information being safe and held securely along with the privacy of their information and that of their children being maintained.

However, NCFC believes it is essential to share information to safeguard and promote the welfare of children at risk of abuse or neglect. NCFC will never assume that an authority has the information they require from another source, so will share information as soon as they are notified of a safeguarding issue or they become aware of any issue that puts a child at risk.

Wherever possible NCFC will inform parents or carers of the need to share this information, however they will not do so if this will put a child at risk or if the issue is so serious immediate action is required. All authorities will accept a referral or information from NCFC without parental, the child or employee’s permission

Information Sharing Principles

NCFC will follow the principles laid out in the Information sharing guidance

· Necessary and proportionate, the information we share will be proportionate to the risk involve and will be found to be necessary to protect children or staff
· Relevant, NCFC will only share information relevant to the issue/person(s) involved
· Adequate, the information will be complete and fit for purpose
· Accurate, NCFC will ensure all information provide is up to date, accurate and will distinguish between fact and opinion
· Timely, the information will be shared with the appropriate level of urgency needed to reduce the risk of harm
· Secure, information will be shared in the most secure manner available
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· Record, information shared will be recorded by the Designated Safeguarding Officer






The General Data Protection Act 2018 and any act that follows it will not prevent NCFC sharing information to prevent harm to children and adults at risk. 
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
