· To ensure appropriate strength and conditioning sessions are delivered to all U21 players based on their individual needs.
· To devise, where relevant, individual or small group specific programmes.
· To ensure all players on loan are provided with necessary support for their physical development programmes and are also monitored physically.
· To contribute to Individual Player Programmes and Reviews for U21 players.
· To liaise with the nutritionist and catering department to ensure all nutritional needs for training and match days are met.

· To take part in at least one study visit a year of an elite environment.
· To update and maintain relevant qualifications and to ensure you liaise with the Head of Academy Performance and support staff to do likewise.
· To attend all in-service training sessions and meetings when requested.
